During this time, largely due
to his efforts, the system of historical source studies training of students at the Fac-
ulty of History was developed, and the own concept of studying and teaching this
discipline was created. S. M. Khodzin is known as an excellent researcher of the
history of the Belarusian peasantry in the interwar period, organizer of training in
new specialties at the university, long-term head of the Department of Historical
Source Studies.

«Athletics as a new sphere of physical culture and sports in the Belarusian
provinces at the beginning of the 20th century»

The development of physical culture and sports in society, the formation of their
institutions in the urban environment was one of the indicators of modernization
in European countries of the 19th century. However, the history of physical cul-
ture and sports in Belarus in the pre-revolutionary period remains poorly studied.
An example of one of the insufficiently studied types of domestic sports is ath-
letics (wrestling, athletics and weightlifting). In this article, the author examines
their emergence and development, noting the main directions of development.
Attention is paid to the people and public organizations that stood at the origins of
physical culture and sports in Belarus.

«The Janiseiiski noble family in the 16th—17th centuries: origin, property status,
family ties»

The article puts forward and substantiates a hypothesis about the origin of the sig-
nificant Minsk noble family of JaniSetiski from the Viciebsk Voivodeship, and not



from the Kingdom of Poland, as was previously assumed. At the end of the 16th
century, representatives of this eternal Viciebsk kin moved to the Minsk Voivode-
ship, where they converted to Catholicism, and then successfully integrated into
the local noble community. The JaniSetskis became large landowners, maintained
ties with influential noble families, and occupied important positions.

«Jewish cemeteries in Belarus in the 19th — early 20th centuries»

The article defines the characteristic features of the existence of Jewish cemeteries
in the cities and towns of Belarus in the 19th — early 20th centuries (number, loca-
tion, area), highlighted the main stages of opening new cemeteries and increasing
the territory of old ones, analyzed the peculiarities of the attitude towards burial
places of both the Jewish communities themselves and other public groups. The
research sources are the documents of the National Historical Archives of Belar-
us, the National Historical Archives of Belarus in Hrodna, the State Archives of
the Viciebsk Region.

«...The Church is on firey: the missionary rivalry between Orthodox clergy and
Baptists in the Mahiliou province (1905—1914)»

The missionary rivalry between Baptist preachers and Orthodox clergy in the Ma-
hilioli province is a controversial and little-studied page of the confessional his-
tory of the region. In this confrontation, the church relied on the theological and
dogmatic component: theological disputes, missionary courses. However, the lack
of resources, coupled with the slowness of the church structures, did not allow the
Orthodox clergy to achieve the desired results. Baptists used a developed network
of preachers and regularly supplied communities with religious literature. Their
strategy combined the preaching of their faith with the promotion of universal
human values: education, charity, and a sober lifestyle. This allowed a significant
increase in the number of followers.

The article is dedicated to studies of the handwritten Menaion kept as a part of the
Miscellany Book KP 449 in Collections of National Historical Museum of Repub-
lic of Belarus. The author presents result of archeographic as well codicological
researching of the manuscript.

«Memoirs of Paulina Miadziolka from fund 403 of the Belarusian state archives-
museum of literature and art as a source on the history of activities of polish
organizations on the territory of the Vilnia province at the beginning of the 20th
century»

This article analyzes the memoirs of P. V. Miadziolka, a Belarusian actress, teach-
er and public activist. The autographs, typewritten and printed versions of the
source from the fund 403 of the Belarusian state archives-museum of literature
and art are examined. The ego-document is noted for its potential in studying the
activity of Polish organizations in the Vilnia (Vilnius) province during the early
20th century. The article highlights the importance of using personal sources in
scientific research, using P. V. Miadziolka’s memoirs as an example.

«Summer camp of the Polack Cadet Corps in the Strun estate: creation,
arrangement, fate (1857-1914) (based on materials from the National Historical
Archives of Belarus)»

The article reveals the fate of the summer camp of the Polack Cadet Corps on
the Strun (Struni) estate in 1857-1914. It is shown that the creation of the camp
in 1857 was due to the establishment of special (officer) classes in the corps.
Therefore, the camp was supposed to provide additional physical development,
general military training and recreation for future officers in the summer. Initially
the land plot for the camp was leased to the Polack Corps, and in 1872 it was given
ownership. Plans for the arrangement and financing mechanism of the camp are
revealed. It is noted that in 1885-1900, when going to summer camp was manda-
tory for students of a combat company, the allocation of funds for its maintenance
reached 8,350 rubles in year. However, at the beginning of the 20th century, due
to the need to reduce military department expenses, these appropriations were
cancelled. All this led to a rapid decline in the importance of the summer camp, as
well as the aging of existing buildings. After the evacuation of students from the
Polack Cadet Corps in 1914, the camp’s buildings were transferred to the needs
of the military.

«The state of archival service in Belarus on the materials of the activity of

the revision commission for the inspection of act and metric books in Vitebsk,
Mogilev and Minsk provinces in 1834-1835»



In the article on the material of the activity of the commission on revision of act
and metric books in Vitebsk, Mogilev and Minsk provinces in 1834-1835 are
reflected some aspects of the state of archives, act and metric archival heritage of
Belarus, peculiarities of preservation and use of documents, the problem of the
presence of a significant number of false documents, additions, corrections and in-
sertions in the present documents, which could be used to prove the noble origin,
which were act and metric records. There is a very bad state of personnel in the
archives, which were not able to properly organise the preservation, processing
and use of archival documents of the places of presence, where act and metric
books of the pre-Russian period of the history of Belarus were kept.

The author identifies the main methodological principles and ap-
proaches in document science, describes their application in archival science, an-
alyzes specific methodological tools of document science and their use in archival
practice, gives an overview of modern methodological trends in document science
and archival science, puts forward proposals for the introduction of new method-
ological approaches of document science in the archival science of Belarus, as
well as identifies prospects for further research on the methodology of document
science and archival science.

This article contains a translation into Belarusian of the act of the Grand Duke of
Lithuania Sigismund dated October 15, 1432. The translation attempts to preserve
the vocabulary of that time as much as possible, but at the same time make the
text understandable to the modern reader. The translation is preceded by a brief
description of the document, revealing its significance for the history of the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania.

«Foreign prisoners of war in the Russian Empire during the World War I:
domestic and foreign historiography of the first quarter of the XXI century»

The historiography of the military captivity of the World War I in the first decades
of the XXI century has become especially extensive. Experts turn to such aspects
as the total number of foreign prisoners of war in Russia, the conditions of their
detention, the use of labor, relations with the authorities and the local population,
the management system of prisoners of war, participation in political life, the
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moral and psychological state of foreign prisoners of war. During this period, A.L.
Samovich was the first to comprehensively study the situation of foreign prisoners
of war in the Belarusian provinces. Similar studies are being conducted in other
countries, both in the post-Soviet space, as well as in Western Europe and the
United States. Together, these publications gradually and mostly independently
form a general picture of the life of foreign prisoners of war in the Russian Empire
during the First World War. This article examines the main conclusions of domes-
tic and foreign researchers on the situation of «prisoners of war» in the provinces
of the Russian Empire both in 1914-1918 and in the immediate post-war period.

«...I am quite confident that your valuable works will be crowned with complete
success...» (From letters of P.V. Vladimirov to E.F. Karsky, 1892—1908)

The documentary publication is dedicated to the letters of Professor Pyotr Vlad-
imirovich Vladimirov to Evfimy Fedorovich Karsky. For the first time, 18 sourc-
es stored at the St. Petersburg Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences are
published. The materials contain information about the defense of E.F. Karsky's
dissertation, his friendly and scientific relations with P.V. Vladimirov, about the
fate of some Old Belarusian manuscripts.

URUBLEUSKI VADZIM, PhD in History, Associate Professor, Head of the
Department of Manuscripts research, Research Center of Old Printed
Editions and Manuscripts, The Yakub Kolas Central Scientific Library of
National Academy of Sciences of Belarus.

«On the issue of the competence of the Viciebsk Provincial State Chamber to
clarify and change personal information in the early 20th centuryy.

Based on the materials of the NHAB fund «Viciebsk Provincial State Cham-
ber» for 1905-1908, the process of correcting and clarifying the personal data of
residents and immigrants from Viciebsk province in family lists, metric books,
passports and certificates is being investigated. The priority of the audit tales of
1834-1858 in the issue of assigning the family name to the family by the reso-
lutions of the chamber and the conditions for successful contesting of data from
censuses by metric records are highlighted. The family lists of 1874-1914 act
as a source of information, data from which it was possible to correct if there
was alternative information from metrics or revisions, or at the suggestion of the
applicant, when there was an absence of his surname in alternative sources of in-
formation. The discovery is proof that the surnames of the peasants and philistines
of the Viciebsk province were fixed by family lists, which were compiled under
philistine councils and local boards in 1874, and then duplicated and supplement-
ed over the decades.

«Never Stopping in Its Inventive Tenacityy.: unknown documents about Kazimir
Lyscynski from the funds of the National Historical Archives of Belarus»

Assistant of the Brest judge Kazimir LyScynski (1634-1689) was convicted and
executed for writing an atheistic treatise. The found documents, which have not
yet been introduced into scientific circulation, describe in detail the second arrest
of LyS¢ynski in April 1688, demonstrate the efforts of the Brest nobility to protect
him, cast doubt on the popular version that the reason for the denunciation was a
huge loan that Lys¢ynski allegedly gave to the informer, and allow to put forward
a more realistic hypothesis in this regard.

«The attitude of the state authorities of the Russian Empire to excursion and
tourism activities on the territory of the Belarusian provinces in the mid XIX —
early XX century»

The article characterizes the attitude of government authorities to excursion and
tourism activities in the mid-nineteenth — early twentieth centuries, which was
one of the manifestations of the modernization of society during the designated
period. Based on the analysis of legislative, other normative legal acts and other
documents, the author determined the features of these relations on the territory of
the Belarusian provinces, which were influenced by the consequences of the up-
rising of 1863—1864, the belated and limited nature of nationwide liberal reforms,
the implementation of the Russification policy, the presence of restrictive laws in
relations between Jews and Poles, the closure of higher educational institutions.
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
