1. Fedoruk. 

My father is Peter Sergeevich Fedoruk. Date of birth – 1946, place of birth – the town of Borisov.

My grandfather Sergei Nikiforovich Fedoruk was born in 1911 in the village of Bytcha of the Borisov district of the Minsk region (Borisov district of the Minsk province), an Orthodox.

2. Ozarenko.

My grandmother, Ozarenko Zinaida Ilyinichna, a wife of Sergei Nikiforovich Fedoruk, was born between 1905 and 1915 in the village of Nezeetsy of the Borisov district. Conceivably, she was baptized at the Keescheeno-Slobodskaya Church.

3. Kuntsevich.

The maiden name of my mother, Elena Dmitrievna, is Kuntcevich. She was born in 1949 in Minsk. Her father is Dmitri Kazimirovich Kuntcevich, born in 1901 in the town of Dzerzhinsk of the Minsk region (Koidanovo in the Minsk district). It is possible that his father (my great grandfather), Casimir Vitaljevich (Vitoldovich) Kuntcevichis, was a gentleman by birth (a nobleman). He was a Catholic.

4. Shlyk.

My other grandmother, Alexander Adamovna Shlyk, the second wife of Dmitri Kazimirovich Kuntsevich was born in 1917 in the village of Stankovo of the Dzerzhinskij district. Her confessional affiliation is unknown. She married my grandfather at the Koidanovskaya Church in 1925.
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
